In its plant in Hamont-Achel, Limburg, the company not only has clean rooms for processing pharmaceutical products, but also conditioned spaces for processing healthcare products. The technical knowledge of highly trained employees supports the service level. Enestia differentiates itself from the competition thanks to its flexibility to find tailor-made solutions, logistical optimization and the pursuit of long-term collaborations.

Supply chain partner

In the future, Enestia wishes to position itself as a company that does more than simply package products.
